Parvovirus

What is Parvovirus?

Parvovirus is a highly contagious virus that affects dogs. Parvovirus does
not affect humans. The virus is spread from dog to dog through direct
contact or contact with feces. Puppies can also become infected with the
virus in the uterus. Symptoms include lethargy, vomiting, fever, bloody
diarrhea, and dehydration. Dehydration can also lead to secondary infec-
tions.

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Other Information: Although vaccinations can prevent the virus, puppies O L F U R F L G H
that are not protected by maternal antibodies or vaccinations are most
susceptible. Adult dogs can sometimes show no signs of the virus. Common
treatments for this virus include IV fluids and antibiotic injections, with exten-
sive hospitalization.

Infection Control Strategies: Regular cleaning and disinfecting of
surfaces, especially in veterinary institutions, with a disinfectant that has a
claim for Canine Parvovirus.

Multi-Clean Disinfectants; 0 XOWL &OHDQ GLVLQIHFWDQW
Parvovirus claim can be used effectively in a Parvovirus infection control
plan, especially in veterinary institutions. Note: Century Q 256 only has a
Parvovirus claim if diluted at 2 oz/gal.
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
